· Municipal pit (Kozak Pit) - NE 14-17-16 WPM in the R.M. of Rosedale.

· Municipal pit (Eden Pit) – NE 3-16-15 WPM in the R. M. of Rosedale.

· Loads are expected to be placed in quantities of 25 yds3. Approximately 32,000 cubic yards to be spread in total; being: 

· Ward 1 = 3,750 

· Ward 2 = 6,000 

· Ward 3 = 5,000 

· Ward 4 = 8,000 

· Ward 5 = 4,000 

· Ward 6 = 5,250
· Start date to be determined by Council, as road conditions will allow.
· Work to be completed by July 31st or a penalty of $500.00 per day will apply.  However, extensions may be granted subject to prior Council approval.

· Each bidder must provide their Worker’s Compensation Board and G.S.T. registration numbers where indicated.
· Council may retain 25% hold back subject to spot gravelling and all pricing will remain the same within the specified Ward as awarded by tender.
